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My name is Antoni Tercha. At the moment I am vice-president of the Association for Mutual Help “Barka” in Strzelce Opolskie. I will not be describing my whole professional track and social activity. I will present only 8 years of my work in the Association. My adventure with “Barka” started in 1999, when my organization was still one of the Barka Foundation branches. It all began with repairing and starting the tractors SAM and with the first attempts of organizing the AA groups.  At the time I was already working with homeless people. Activity for socially excluded, taking part in tasks lead by “Barka” were involving me more and more, I’d  dedicate every free moment for the Association. I succeeded in organizing sport life and more active work for the addicted. 

In 2002 I became a member of founding group for self-organized Association “Barka”, created from the structures of Poznan Foundation. During the first term I worked as a President of Audit Committee. In June 2002, the AA group “BARKA” was organized as my initiative, the group has the meetings till today every Monday, at the site of one of the “Barka” houses. We are registered in Opole Silesia Info-group. At the same time, after completing the course “Self-development program”, I started to lead the consultation service for addicted people, all the time not stopping to learn about more efficient help for others. I have completed two one-year courses at The School for Social Animation, being the trainee and then being the trainer, for what I was awarded with special diploma from Tomasz Sadowski.            

At this moment in “Barka” Strzelce Opolskie, I have been engaged as the Vice-President of the Association Board for the second term already. I am co-organizer and trainer in the Social Integration Club and in the Center for Social Integration. Additionally, on the approval of “Barka” Board, I am the coordinator between the Board and the Center for Social Integration, which aroused near the Association.

My experience with working with homeless and addicted people will be supportive in the Center for Migrants’ Integration in London or in other place. Moreover I have lots of hobbies and skills, which could be helpful in this job like: cooking, knowledge in assembling sewage and electrical systems, knowledge in repairing the cars and machines. I am an active person, my personal hobbies involve: biking, run skiing and photography. I like taking up new tasks, I like meeting new people, I like taking part in actions, which has clearly defined and good aim, therefore I do want to become part of this project.
