Polish President in Ireland: "You have to think it over whether to stay here or come back home" 
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 - You have to think it over whether you want to stay here or come back home, said the Polish President, Lech Kaczynski, during a meeting in Dublin with Poles living in Ireland. The president has also thanked the Irish authorities for their friendly approach towards Poles.

The Polish President has expressed his hope that part of the Poles who had decided to migrate to Ireland will decide to return to Poland.  The president tried to convince his compatriots that the “ objective results for Poland are positive” . He explained that the unemployment was decreasing and in the last year Poland had experienced  an economic growth of 6%, salaries had also risen and delinquency had fallen by 10%.


During the meeting in Dublin the Polish President underlined that the reason why so many Poles decide to move to Ireland is the great economic success of the country. He also added that Poland is a country of growing opportunities. 

Lech Kaczyński said that  the growing number of Poles living In Ireland is “a great base for the two countries to cooperate”.  According to the Polish President the EU membership as well as „common questions standing In front of the EU” are  also a grate base. He also mentioned the Constitution Treaty which as he put it ”  sooner or later will be approved” . 

A group of around 30 Poles were demonstrating in front of the Polish Ambassador’s house where the meeting with local Polish community took place. 

Some of the demonstrators came in order to protest against constructing a bypass going through the most intact region of Poland- Rospuda Valley; others came to show their disappointment with the ruling of the Polish President’s party in Poland.  According to them the Polish government does not act in favour of Poland which causes young people to migrate to other counties in search of better job and life. “ We shouldn’t be here now! We should be able to live in Poland”- said one of the demonstrators.
