Dear Madam,

The Barka representatives together with the School of Barka Centre for Social Integration and Polish Nationwide Alliance of Organisations for Social Integration have read The Wielkopolska Region Strategy for Employment for the years 2007- 2013 and Gould like to make the following comments: 

1. The Strategy corresponds with the challenges and problems faced by the civic organisations acting In the field of social and vocational integration In the Wielkopolska region. It includes the social economy institutions as a very important element of dysfunctional groups integration with the labour market. The social economy institutions are the following: centres for social integration, social cooperatives, vocational activisation institutions, NGOs. The strategy highlights the important role of self help, volunteering and  education In the process of integration. It also says that employment services and social support institutions should improve their services and coordination. 

2. We believe that it is necessary to highlight the importance of public-social partnerships in activating local communities and vocationally dysfunctional groups (not only in the rural areas). According to the latest Act on Public Benefit Activities and Volunteering a “public-social partnership” public administration and NGOs are entitled to build partnerships which can be registered as alliance of associations. Boards of Public Benefit are also planned to be created on the local level. 

3. We believe that the Strategy corresponds insufficiently with challenges concerning work migration, especially migration to the rich  EU Member States. 20% of migrant workers are faced with misuse and abuse, sometimes they even suffer from extreme poverty, homelessness and social exclusion. It is necessary to support international networks for migrants  integration and employment. Next to EURES there are social initiatives being undertaken such as networks formed by local communities, churches and public institution. The EuroMI project is a good example of such a network.
