A meeting concerning preparing a theatre play for a catholic “Radio Emmaus” from Poznań took place in the Centre for Social Integration (CES) in Poznań. Representatives of partner organizations and institutions met to prepare for performing in a radio play based on a book by Dorothy L. Sayers „ A man born to be a king”. The book is a philosophical reflection on Jesus from Nazareth’s life, 2000 years ago. 

The meeting participants ( representatives of local partnership from CES, EuroMI Project, Emmaus Radio,  Catholic Youth Association, Robert Gamble founder of the Civic Radio) red a few scenes from the book out loud. Artistic plan for the play preparation was also discussed. The play will be first show on stage and later on recorded as a series of 12 radio broadcast In the Emmaus Radio.  20 amateur actors will take part in the play which will performed during Easter 2008. Professional actors form the Polish Theatre In Poznan have been invited to support the preparations with professional advice and consultations.  

In the second part of the meeting the situation of contemporary radio was discussed. Jarek Wladczyk from Radio Emmaus talked abort his experience as a radio journalist in various radio stations. He also described tasks that a radio should fulfil in the society, that it shouldn’t only be a music box with easy entertainment. Other participants discussed the difference between the past and the modern radio they also analysed different forms of radio journalism.  

The following meeting of all the people interested in the radio broadcast „ A Man Born to Be a King” will take place next week in CES.
